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What’s an affiliate program?  It’ s a way you can make money for linking to our website.  The GAW, 
Inc. affiliate program is easy to set up and a great way to add revenue to your current website.  Add a 
text or an image (banner) that links to our site and earn 20% of the customers retail purchase.   
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1. Go to our Homepage: � � � � � � �� � � � 	 
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2. Look at the lower left side of the page for the "Affiliates”  box and click the “ � � � ���� � � � � � � �

 ”  option.  (Shown at left)  Note: This is not the customer log in or Personal Info log in – it’s 
the Affiliate Log In. 

3. Read the “ I’m a new affiliate.”  paragraph and click Continue.  
4. Fill in the application details and check the box stating that you’ve read over the � � � ���� � � �
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5. Click the green Continue button at the bottom of the application page. 
6. You are now a GAW affiliate.  Congratulations! 
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Now that you are an affiliate, you need to create a banner or product link 
to put on your website. You can do so immediately.  If you want to create 
your links later, go to:  www.golfaroundtheworld.com log in with the e-
mail address and password you used when you signed up.   The screen that appears after you log in 
contains a summary of activity related to your account; who has viewed, bought & how much you’ve 
earned.  To start with you won’ t have any activity, but soon you will! 

Impor tant information:  The key to making the affiliate program work is inserting code into one of your web pages 
that links to our site or a specific product on our site. This code uniquely identifies you and will automatically track 
purchases to assure you receive credit for all retail sales.  Note: To copy the code, you will have to highlight the text and 
use CTRL+C to copy, rather than right-click, “Copy” . 

 

It is my opinion that you will primarily be interested in Banner Links and Build a Link.  The “Banner Link”  will allow 
you to insert our logo onto one of your web pages.  The “Build a Link”  will allow you to link to a specific product on our 
site.  Read on to learn what each one does! 
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When you click � � 
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 � �  you will see our logo.  Copy the html code (shown above) and paste into your page using 
a web-editing program.  That’s it!  The code uniquely identifies you.  When one of your visitors clicks the GAW logo our 
site will open for them to browse.  You will receive 20% of any retail purchase.  If you need a custom banner, call and 
we’ ll add one for you. 
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When you click � 	 ��� � � � � �
 �  you will see some basic text and a button to Build Link.  This option allows you to build a 
link directly to a specific product we sell.  Each product on the site has a corresponding number.  In the above example, 
the Accelerator putting mat is product # 52.  In order to find the product number you’ ll have to click where it says:  � ��� � �
� � � � � � to view available products. 

When you click the text a window will pop up with the product names and numbers.  Enter the number of the product you 
want to link to, then click Build Link.  The resulting link is shown on the following page.  Once again, all you need to do 
is copy and paste the .html code into your web page and the image and/or name of the product will appear.  You can add 
any description you like.  When the customer clicks on the product name or image it will take them right to our site to 
purchase the item. 

 

Regardless of the method you choose, you’ ll earn 20% of any retail purchase.  As a special bonus you may tell 
your customers they can receive 10% their purchase if they enter “PRO” in the discount coupon code when 
checking out.  If you have a website this is a quick and easy way to generate additional income from your site!
